TREE SURGERY 

A fortnight ago Amey, contractors to the County Council, 
felled a field maple at Nunnery Corner, a few hundred yards 
up from the Mapledurwell village pond on the Tunworth 
Road. Its crown had died back and the rest of the tree was 
definitely showing signs of giving up. It stood a good thirty 
foot high with its base anchored in the steep bank but ready 
to fall on some unsuspecting motorist when the next gale 
arrived.  

The job number was 21276356, allocated by the Council 
Surveyor. It’s a relatively simple process to ensure the work 
is entered into the database of Arboriculture Team based at 
the Bishops Waltham Depot (Tel  01962 846643 Email 
arb@hants.gov.uk). Dominic Banting, Amey’s Supervisor, 
undertook the work with colleague Robbie Stansfield. He 
confirmed the tree was diseased “Hampshire County 
Council raised this concern with us and within a matter of 
days it was felled “. Amey’s own in-house traffic 
management team undertook the road closure. Dominic 
explained “The teams that undertake this type of work 

every day are highly qualified and experienced - some have been to college to gain qualifications, while 
some have joined Amey and learned on the job”. Responding to my comment of a job well done, he 
asked me to mention that they were “proud to carry out this work for the local community and it is 
great to be recognised for our efforts.”  

The picture illustrates the physicality, clothing, climbing equipment, use of rope and harness and above 
all the safe and effective use of the chain saw. Whilst a six week course will teach the basics, tree 
surgery has skills which are learnt in years not weeks. A reputable tree 
surgeon will always be prepared to discuss the training he or she has 
received and the team-work involved when tackling a job. Judging by the 
camaraderie and expertise shown by Dominic’s team, it’s clearly a 
worthwhile and rewarding career.   

As a footnote to last month’s article on Ash Die Back and the untimely 
arrival of the Asian Beetle that seeks to make his family home in an ash 
tree, I am including an illustration of the pesky flying insect that we should 
be on the lookout for!

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Letter from Reverend Alison Brown
Dear Friends,

As I write to you the news is dominated by the terrorist attack in London. By the time you come to read this letter 
many column inches will have been written about this attack and the incident a few days before in Manchester. One 
of the first things that we tend to do after these awful things happen is check up on our loved ones, making sure they 
are safe and well. For quite a lot of people life will never be the same again because they have lost a cherished family 
member or friend, or because they have sustained life- changing injuries. 

Interestingly the bible reading for today and over the next few days is from the Old Testament book of Job. In this 
book we hear Job’s story. This is about a prosperous man who is afflicted by a variety of horrendous disasters, which 
turn his life into pure misery. The writer of this book illustrates the inadequacy of human logic to explain the reality 
and nature of evil in the world. 

The big questions which are addressed in the book of Job are as follows:

‘Why there is evil in the world?’ 

‘Why is there pain, suffering and heartache?’

‘Why do the righteous suffer?’

‘Where is God when it hurts?’

I think after the news of the terrorist attacks these are some of the questions a great many of us are asking.

It is not wrong to ask questions or inappropriate to express to God our deepest feelings, because honest questions 
open up our hearts to receive new perspectives.

Let us pray that in times of uncertainty and suffering we will allow God into our seemingly hopeless situations, and 
allow him to bring hope and good out of evil and life after death.
